following is a call to arms for a battle to save the Doxies, one
precious, floppy-eared life at a time.

Dear Doxie lovers and faithful Oregon Dachshund Rescue supporters,

This is a very special edition of our newsletter in that | have a special and urgent
message to covey. | must say, there’s nothing new with what | am going to say.
In fact, the issues have been around for decades, even centuries. But, with the
economy the way it is, and the desperation of people around the country, our
beloved Doxies need the help of this generation more than ever. This letter is
meant to make your eyes well up with the reality of the pain, agony and sadness
that thousands of Doxies are feeling as you read this letter. This is hot a warm
and fuzzy Doxie story. This is not the kind of story that usually makes you laugh
at the antics of this remarkable breed. Attention fellow Doxie angels, this is me,
begging you to fight along side me for the seemingly simple concept of a Doxie
not having to live in pain, filth, fear and loneliness purely for the benefit of selfish
greed. | don’t usually get political, but “it takes a village” and we need to band
together, starting now!

Oregon Dachshund Rescue is devoted to the no kill movement to end the
slaughter of hundreds of young, happy, healthy Dachshunds in Oregon and
Washington. The key word in that sentence is not, devoted, kill or slaughter. The
key word is END! | believe we are a generation with great awareness. The
awareness that is needed to put an end to the suffering. What will you do with
your awareness? Sweep it under your rug and pretend you don’t know what is
going on out there? Turn the channel when the ASPCA commercials come on
and you see the one-eyed cat, too weak to stand? Watch Animal Planet and
assume that enough is being done already, your help is not necessary? PLEASE
precious doxie angels do not fall into this trap. Use your awareness to make a
difference, one donated dollar at a time... one donated chew toy at a time... one
donated bag of dog food at a time.
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Due to the fact that ODR is the only Dachshund Rescue in the region, we are having to
spread ourselves very thin. This means we now do our best to help Dachshunds escape
Oregon, Washington AND California kill shelters.

ODR promotes spay/neuter, animal welfare and the protection of all Dachshunds. Our
vision is that all Dachshunds are treated humanely, and they can all live in responsible,
loving, caring homes and euthanasia is no longer a means of population control . We
promote the end of Doxie overpopulation by encouraging spay and neuter. PLEASE, no
more puppies! If there is any way for this generation to begin the end of overpopulation,
it is by spaying and neutering. The aren’t any good reasons for someone to decide
against spay/neutering, therefore it is the logical place to start “the end”. Picture an
America without puppy mills and pet stores. Instead, only licensed breeders who are
highly supervised. All other pet owners would need to spay/neuter. This concept paints
a picture with far less suffering and far less horrific outcomes for the Doxies.

Before you shake your head, thinking | have gone mad, understand that | realize this is
not going to happen any day soon. But, it will never happen if we don’t start trying. My
heart aches for what | see at the shelters and the Oregon and Washington puppy mills.
Please educate yourselves by looking up puppy mills on the web. It is a horrific sight,
and what you see will be hard to handle, but we can’t hide in our safe, warm houses and
pretend nothing is going on. If you love Doxies, or animals in general, you need to know
how serious this has become. There are more Doxie puppy mills in Oregon and
Washington than you think, and | just can’t be silent anymore. These beautiful creatures
who give us so much unconditional love, are being treated worse than murderers and
child molesters. They are sitting in their filth and having to learn to sleep while sitting up.
They crave attention so badly, that when their handler approaches the cage, the mother
dog is so in need of love, that she jumps up and down uncontrollably, only trying to get
some needed attention from the beast that is supposed to care for her. In the time she
has jumped up in desperation, her small, helpless puppy has been trampled by her. It
wasn’t the mommy dogs fault. She is bred to want love and to give love. But, she has
been given a cage the size of an apple box but a heart the size of the universe.

DO NOT purchase Doxie pups from pet stores online or in the newspaper. It is not what
you think. It may seem harmless and the sellers may seem like great people, but they
could easily be hiding a deep, dark, horrific secret about where your new puppy came
from. Oregon puppy mill doxies typically receive little or no medical attention, live in
horrible conditions, with no human contact and no socialization. Existing genetic
conditions are easily passed on to the pups. Female Doxies endure constant breeding
and are confined to small cages for years, then abandoned. Doxie puppy mills
contribute to the overpopulation of hundreds and hundreds of Dachshunds that are
euthanized daily. ODR gets calls daily from Oregon, Washington and California
shelters and they are as overwhelmed as us. This must stop! Do your homework,
study, and reach out and spread the word.....NO MORE BREEDING.

| would also like to educate you all about backyard breeders, otherwise known as
BYB’s. If you watch my site, daily or weekly, you are aware of the amount of doxies | get
into my rescue that are blind, deaf or both blind and deaf. = These amazing animals are
very difficult to place, but | do it! ODR works hard for these disabled Doxies and their
disabilities are usually due to irresponsible BYB’s. BYB’s do not bother to do genetic
testing and, as a result, breed too close or breed a double dapple to a double dapple.
You can also read extensively about double dapple breeding on the web.

BYB’s may not be hurting the Doxies in large quantities, as the puppy mills do, but they
are just as horrible to the Doxies that are in their care. The BYB may pet them more
often and feed them once in a while, but they are inexperienced and/or not in it for the
love of the breed. Greed fuels all this abuse.

Ladies and Gentlemen, | am only one person. The Doxies need all Doxie lovers to get
educated and spread the word on these issues. I'm terribly upset and physically and
mentally exhausted. | don’t see an end to this and it's getting more and more difficult as
| see donations dwindling. Out of one corner of my eye, | see the beautiful Doxies that
are wagging their tails and waiting for their turn at a new home and their second chance
at a great life. But, out of the other corner of my eye, | see food supplies going down
more quickly than ever, more cages needing cleaning, but less materials to do so, and
all while the phone is ringing off the hook with more Doxies needing our help. | work so
hard from 5am to midnight, 7 days a week. ODR Inc. is in a battle and needs your help.
We need donations more than ever.

As you know, Oregon Dachshund Rescue is a 501 ¢3 nonprofit organization. ODR is
not supported by any government or state agencies and relies solely on the assistance
of individuals and organizations. Some examples of necessary support are dog food,
cleaning materials, veterinary care, and piddle pads. These items are not luxury items
and they must always be available for the rescues. Without assistance and support from
the community, these items are not possible. If these items are not available, the rescue
can no longer exist. If ODR doesn’t exist, the call from the local kill shelter, asking ODR
to save the life of an innocent Doxie who did nothing to ask for this horrible fate, will go
unanswered. The innocent Doxie who did nothing to deserve his fate will die. It's a hard
fact to hear, but it is very real. ODR Inc. desperately needs funding at this time.

I have wanted to share my feelings with all of you for a few weeks now. You are the
reason ODR is able to do what we do. | also know this letter will offend some of our
readers. PLEASE understand that | cherish all of you and | don’t want to cause any ill
feelings within our precious group of Doxie angels. But, as we all know, this isn’'t about
you or me. It doesn’t matter if | am exhausted or someone is offended. It's about saving
Doxies and doing all we can to save a life, one Doxie at a time.

Oregon Dachshund Rescue adopted out/rehomed 293 doxies in 2009. For such a small
organization, that is absolutely amazing and | thank you for all of your support. In
closing, PLEASE consider a donation to Oregon Dachshund Rescue.
